TICKETS

ID
Do bring valid photographic ID (Passport, UK Driving 
Licence, ID with a Pass logo), we operate a strict ‘Challenge 
25, Serve 18 Policy’. Please remember that legally there is no 
automatic right to be served alcohol. Service is always at the 
discretion of the licensee for whatever reason they decide, 
and the licensee is under no obligation to explain the reason.

BAGS & VALUABLES

not returned.
Do not bring any type of pyrotechnics such as fireworks, 
flares or smoke bombs. It is illegal for a persons to let off the 
firework, flare or smoke bomb in a public place.
Do not bring an umbrella to the event.
Do not arrive with any form of professional audio or visual 
recording equipment.
Do not bring furniture of any kind. 
Do not bring food and drink into the event.

Do not bring dogs to the event (with the exception of 
assistance dogs).

AGE RESTRICTIONS
No under 5s.
5 to 16 year olds must be accompanied by an adult 18+ 
(No more than 3 under 16s to 1 adult).

LATE ENTRY
Please don’t leave it until the last minute to enter the site or 
you may miss out on the performance. The gates open at 
5:00pm and it is your responsibility to ensure that you give 
yourself plenty of time to enter the venue. Last entry to the 
concert is 8:00pm.
